Because they are intimately tied with the notion of curriculum, briefly discuss the kind of teaching methodologies that have been utilized over the years, leading to the current state of pedagogy in both elementary and secondary education, particularly as it relates to a developmentally appropriate practice.

Discuss expectations and/or pressures placed on school-aged youngsters relative to cultural, gender, and ethnic influences and how these factors have affected curriculum development.
•
Discuss the social, political, economic, religious, and educational dilemmas of curriculum and pedagogy in your cultural situation.
